How to claim reservation
and free education from a
private school near you?

« The Right to Free and Compulsory
Education Act is a law enacted by the
Parliament of India in the year 2009
which aims to provide free and
compulsory education to everyone
from ages 6 to 14.

Section 12 (1) (c) of the act mandates
private schools to provide 25%
reservation in the total number of
seats for economically and socially

backward classes.

Is it free to get admission?

o Yes, if the applicant child gets the
reservation benefits under section
12(1) (c) of the RTE Act, no tuition
fees will be collected from them.
They will also get uniform
reimbursements.

Transport facilities will also get
reimbursed by the Government, if
there is no availability of primary
school (std. I to V) within the radius
of 1 km and upper primary school
(std. VI to VIII) within the radius of
3 kms.
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Within how many kilometers
should the school exist for
you to claim reservation?

The school has to be in the radius of 1
km of your residence.

If a school doesn’'t have sufficient
students in the radius of 1 km, they
will induct students from the radius of
3 kms.

Moreover, if a school doesn’t even
have sufficient students in the radius
of 3 kms, they will also induct
students residing within the radius of
6 kms.

If there are multiple private schools
within 1 km of your residence, you can
go to any school of your choice.
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What is the step by step
procedure that you need to
follow to  claim the
reservation?

STEP 1: Check if the child falls in the
eligibility criteria.

STEP 2: Visit the official website of
RTE Gujarat at rte.orpgujarat.com.

STEP 3: On the homepage, at the left
sidebar, find the link for School List
and click to open it.

STEP 4: A page will open up with the
names of different schools and the
details such as district and others.

STEP 5: Use the filters to get the
schools in your district or use the pin
code. Find those schools with walking
distance of 1 km (for classes I-V) or 3
km (for classes VI-VIII) from the
house.

STEP 6: Find the total RTE quota seats
the schools have for a particular class
by contacting the school management
committee or any other authority or
person who is handling the RTE
admissions.

STEP 7: Fill the application form.
Parents can fill the application form
online.
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STEP 8: For the online application,
visit the official website of RTE
Gujarat at rte.orpgujarat.com.

STEP 9: Click on the
application tab on the homepage of

online
the portal.

STEP 10: If registrations are open, the
registration page will open when you
click on the new registration.

STEP 11: Fill the registration form
carefully with all the correct

information.

STEP 12: Upload (in online) or attach
(in offline) the documents asked on
the portal.

STEP 13: Check the details provided
and click on submit button to submit
the application. After that screen will
show an acknowledgement with the
application number which has to be
saved for future purposes.

STEP 14: Application status can be
seen through the Application status
tab on the homepage of the RTE
Gujarat portal.

STEP 15: After approval of the
application, download and take a
print of the submitted application it
for submitting it in the school.
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STEP 16: Find the link for Admit card on
the homepage of RTE Gujarat Portal and
click on it.

STEP 17: On the next page, provide the
application number and the date of
birth of the child.

STEP 18: Click on submit and the admit

card will appear on the screen.

Download it and get a print out.

STEP 19: Submit the printed admit card
along with the necessary documents in
the school within the given time
duration.

1. Child should have completed 5 years
of age on or before Ist June of the given
academic year.

2. For general households, income
should not be more than Rs. 68,000 per
annum.

) For SC/ST households, income
should not be more than Rs. 2 lacs per
annum.

4. For OBC households, income should
not be more than Rs. 1 lakh per annum.

How will you know if you
have been admitted?

« You will be notified by SMS on the
mobile number provided by you

o If you don't get an SMS due to any
technical glitches, you should keep
checking the web portal
http://www.rtegujarat.org or
https://rte.orpgujarat.com  from
time to time.

. Immediately after getting selected
under RTE, you are required to
reach the school you have been
allotted timely with the necessary
support and get admission.

« If you do not get admitted within
the specified time frame, your
admission will be canceled and
allotted to the next child in order.

« You will be allotted admission as
per the priority and income
preference of your category and
according to the school's
selection order.

« If the school seats of rank no. 1
of your choices are filled then
you will get admission in the
school of rank no. 2.

directly.
« First step of grievance redressal is
at the School Management
Committee.

« If that does not happen, the next
step would be to file a complaint
to the local authority.

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EDUCATIONAL RIGHTS IN INDIA ‘

ARTICLE 21A

"The state shall provide free and compulsory education to all
children between the ages of 6 and 14 through a law that it
may determine.” In 2009, the Right to Education Act was
passed in light of Article 21A.

ARTICLE 45
Obliges the State to make every effort to provide free and
compulsory education to every child until they complete the
age of 14 years, within ten years from the commencement of
the Constitution.

ARTICLE 51 A(K)

Duty of the parent or guardian to provide opportunities for
education to his child, as the case may be, between the age of
6 and 14.

FREE LEGAL AID

ARTICLE 39A

Equal Justice and Free Legal Aid
o mandates for free legal aid to the poor and weaker
sections of society
