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FROM THE DESK OF THE DIREC ANNUAL RE;OOIRE

GNLU continued strengthening of its academic, research, extension and
training programmes and activities in 2016. National Assessment and
Accreditation Council (NAAC) accredited GNLU with 'A' Grade. The year
marked half-term of our Mid-Term Plan 2014-19. A team of senior and
junior faculty and staff members have initiated the process of assessing
the performance of our mid-term plan.

While the University continued to offer five Under-Graduate
interdisciplinary courses at LLB and 4 specialisations at Post-Graduate
level, it introduced several online and residential certificate and diploma
programmes in collaboration with its alumni, partner institutions from
India and abroad. The University witnessed significant growth in interest
to pursue studies, research and training under our BSW, LLB and B.Sc.,
LLB programmes. With this, GNLU remains the only national law university in the country which offers 5
UG programmes.

Leading publication houses of the world and India, including Oxford University Press, Routledge, Brill /
Nijhoff, LexisNexis, EBC have brought out GNLU publications. Research and Publications Department has
now a dedicated cadre of Research Faculty at Professor, Associate Professor and Assistant Professor
Level. Together with Research Associates and Student Research Assistants, GNLU has published or
contributed in various research areas. The Research Council has prepared guidelines to further boost
research and publications including dedicated research funds for high quality inter-disciplinary / multi-
disciplinary research.

To gainthe knowledge, deliberate on the existing knowledge and new frontiers and disseminate the same
for the benefit of students, faculty and the legal community at large, the University Centres, faculty and
the University as a whole, organised / hosted 78 training programs, certificate courses, workshops, guest
and special lectures. Our programmes enriched by 264 resource persons from India and various nations
benefited nearly 5905 participants from India and various corners of the Globe.

In terms of human resource management, the General Council decided to implement Permanent
Appointment Policy which would ensure that the University will be able to retain talented and committed
human resourcesinits drive for excellence.

Abhay Sapre, Judge, Supreme Court of India and the Visitor / Nominee of the Chief Justice of India, Mr

The programme will be open to the graduates from any recognized university or institute with
minimum qualification in/with commerce, management, law, arts, science and engineering except
fine arts.

Only Candidates who have appeared at Common Admission Test (CAT) 2016 conducted by IIMs are
eligible to apply.

The candidate must hold a Bachelor's Degree, with at least 50% marks or equivalent CGPA [45% in
case, of the candidates belonging to Scheduled Caste (SC), Scheduled Tribe (ST) category] awarded by
any of the Universities incorporated by an act of the central or state legislature in India or other
Educational institutions established by an act of Parliament or declared to be deemed as a University
under Section 3 of the UGC Act, 1956 or possess an equivalent qualification recognized by the
Ministry of HRD, Government of India.

The percentage of marks obtained by the candidate in the bachelor's degree would be calculated
based on the practice followed by the University/Institution from where the candidate has obtained
the degree. In case, the candidates are awarded grades/CGPA instead of marks, the conversion of
grades/CGPA to percentage of marks would be based on the procedure certified by the university/
institution from where they have obtained the bachelor's degree. In case the university/ institution
does not have any scheme for converting CGPA into equivalent marks, the equivalence would be
established by dividing the candidate's CGPA by the maximum possible CGPA and multiplying the
result with 100.

Candidates appearing for the final year of bachelor's degree/equivalent qualification examination
and those who have completed degree requirements and are awaiting results can also apply. If
selected, such candidates will be allowed to join the programme provisionally, only if she/he submits
a certificate latest by October 01, 2017 from the Principal/Registrar of her/his College/Institute

Academic Curriculum Committee

The main object of the GNLU Academic Curriculum Committee ('ACC') is to provide guidance, approval
and supervision to the faculty members on curricular innovation and instructional quality by ensuring
that the curriculum of the University is academically sound, comprehensive and responsive to the
evolving needs of the society; thus, serving the University's mission, and also the educational and
vocational needs of the students. This Committee comprises mostly the senior faculty members of the
University.

Role and Responsibility: ACC is entrusted with developing the standard curriculum and addressing the
broader concerns that would be reflected in the curriculum framework. The following are the broad roles
ofthe ACC:

Curriculum Development

Curriculum development is attached to the highest degree of importance at GNLU. The University
follows a healthy and systematic process for the designing and development of curriculum. Faculty-
members are allocated subjects (core, optional and seminar) based on the preference/s indicated and
the expertise shown through applications (that come, along with the notice of intimation of the same, at
the end of the semester to decide curriculum plan for the next semester). ACC prepares a draft-list of
allocation of subjects among the faculty-members. Upon the acceptance and approval (of the draft) by
the Directorand the Dean (AA), the ACCreleases the final list of allotment.

GNLU designsits curriculain accordance with the UGC and the BCI mandates, and does take into account
the syllabi of other prominent National Law Universities in India and major foreign universities for further
up-gradation of its own curricula. At GNLU, the curriculum is reviewed and upgraded every year. So,
meaningful restructuring, keeping account of latest developments and anticipated developmentsis done
every year. Each faculty member is required to anticipate research developments and also broadly
outline Vision 2025 in his/her particular subject. The University follows a systematic process for the
designing, development, updating and revision of the curriculum. Curriculum is developed through a
Ten-Point RbTU (Research based Teaching University) document, an initiative of the University to
amalgamate teaching and research.

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Curriculum Developmentintheyear 2016:

The Academic Curriculum Committee has approved introduction of new courses and updated or
modified existing courses according to the requirements of time. A new optional subject 'Animal
Protection Law' has been introduced for 4" year LL.B. students effective from January 2017. There has
been a change in composition of subjects in BBA stream. The subject 'Human Resource Management'
which was previously offered as an optional paper is now clubbed with 'Organizational Behaviour' in the
3" semester.

ACADEMIC SUPPORT PROGRAMME

Introduction

The Academic Support Programme (ASP) is first ever unique initiatives in India undertaken by Gujarat
National Law University to create a culture of academic environment amongst students to help one
another for their overall academic growth. The GNLU's ASP is a committee of the students, by the
students, and for the students. It started its journey from the Academic Year July 2010 onwards with a
view to provide a platform for the students to discuss their academic courses and clear their doubts
through informal interactions and tutorial classes.

Functions

e The primary function of the ASP is to provide academic assistance to the weaker students and to
those who need an additional teaching assistance apart from the class room teachings.

e ASP is completely an independent body. It is independent in its way i.e. the classroom teaching
and the teaching assistance at ASP are completely independent of each other.

e The other mainfunction of ASP isto increase the confidence level among students and boost their
performances in the examinations; thereby enabling them to excel in their academic pursuits at
the University.

e ASP shall also be involved in dissemination of knowledge on various legal subjects and creating
legal awareness among the student fraternity of not only GNLU but other law schools.

e ASP shall create an amiable environment for the learning process and shall help students facing
language and other socio economic problems.

Assistance Mechanism
e ASP conductsspecial teaching sessions about thrice a week for students of all semesters.
e Eachdayone/two classes are organised for all semesters covering one or two subjectsin a day.
e Teaching Assistants from the student fraternity, who has a sound knowledge on that particular
subject, engages the classes for the studentsin need.
e Special modules and repository notes are provided to the students, if necessary, by the Teaching
Assistants to facilitate learning.

The GNLU's ASP in each academic year assisted many students in succeeding academically helping them
to prepare effectively for the classes and clear their exams. In the previous two semester only i.e.,
January-December, 2016, a dedicated 29 Student assistants have engaged more than 75 sessions on
different subjects and an average of 26 students attended in each session.

DEBATING SOCIETY

Introduction

The GNLU Debating Society was formed with the aim to promote parliamentary debating within
University and to increase participation in national and international debating competitions. The Society
considered it necessary to inculcate debating as an everyday activity among GNLU students and, hence,
introduced the concept of the GNLU Debating League (GDL) which meant holding weekly debating
sessions and maintaining a tab of participation. The Society's aim was to make debating a culture within
GNLU, and to develop that idea, it was necessary to have an international debating competition within
the University. The existing infrastructure and the enthusiastic support of the University made it easier
forthe Society to host the GNLU Debate, all editions of which have been a roaring success. With the basic
setup ready, the Society has gradually nurtured many students as extraordinary debaters who have
achieved accolades for the University. What started as a group of a handful of debaters has now
transformed into a full-fledged Society of over 75 members. The University is proud of the achievements
of its debaters.

The GNLU Debate, 2016

The GNLU Debate was held from 30" September to 2™ October 2016. It was the fourth edition of the
national-level open tournament that the GNLU Debating Society has been organising since 2013, and the
format adapted for the same is British Parliamentary. The Organising Committee, with a strength of 90
members, was presided over by Ms. Pratima Dube as Faculty Convenor and Mr. Sanjeev Kumar
Choudhary as Faculty Co-Convenor, with the student office-bearers being Ms. Chethana
Venkataraghavan as President, Mr. Ujval Mohan as Secretary and Mr. Nihar Thakkar as Treasurer.

Details concerning the organisation and execution of the event are discussed under their respective
heads below:

Participation Strength

The total number of participants, inclusive of speakers, adjudicators and internal participation, came up
to 134, with foreign participation from Nepal and Bangladesh. Apart from other national law schools such
as National Law University of Jodhpur and Orissa, Hidayatullah National Law University, West Bengal
National University of Juridical Science, and Ram Manohar Lohiya National Law University, contingents
from institutions such as Indian Institute of Technology, Bombay and Symbiosis School of Economics also
participatedin the debate.

International Participation

Two out of the four core adjudicators, namely Mr. Imran Raja and Mr. Andre Kua, were from Bangladesh
and Singapore respectively. Teams from University of South Asia, Bangladesh and Tribhuvan University,
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Nepal participated in the debate. It is safe to say that the tournament has made a name for itself in the
South Asian debating circles, with the circuit now awaiting the subsequent editions.

External Sponsors

For the fourth edition, the University partnered with Oil and Natural Gas Corporation (ONGC), Gujarat
State Fertilisers Corporation (GSFC), SCC Online and Eastern Book Company (EBC).

Core Adjudicators

debating circuit, both here and abroad:

Apart from winning the |IT Bombay
tournament and The GNLU Debate in 2013 she was the only Indian to break at the Thessaloniki
WUDC. Sheisalso the founder of the Indian Women Debating Championship.

e Mr. Andre Kua: He is from Singapore, and was also here as a core adjudicator in the 2014 edition.
An experienced debater from the international circuit, he is currently the advisor for the Asian BP
2016.

e Mr. Souradip Sen: He was the finalist at the first edition of the GNLU Debate in 2013, a core
adjudicator for the next. He coaches numerous debating societies around the country, most
notably as the co-coach forthe Indian team for WSDC 2016 where India reached the Octa-finals.

e Mr. Imran Raja: He is from Bangladesh. He is the Council Secretary for the Bangladesh Debating
Council. He broke to the partial double Octa-finals at the World Universities Debating
Championship and has beenafinalistatthe IUT IV and Human Rights Debating Championship.

Motions

The fourth edition was witness to interesting and equally unconventional motions for the rounds. The
firsttwo rounds itself saw participants debate the pros and cons of allowing corporation to adopt children
asinvestment assets and loan-for-porn schemes as a way of funding for college-going girls. The rest of the
preliminary rounds continued to spur debate on ethical lines, even as the fourth round had a political
overtone to it in terms of North Korea — South Korea dynamics. The motions for the knockout rounds
were more rooted in international relations, global politics and policy-making, as indicated by the motion
for outsourcing of waste from developed to developing nations, and mobilisation of support by the
Catholic Church to undermine the Duterte administration in Philippines. The motion for the grand finale
was 'This House regrets the popular narrative of World War Il being a victory of “good over evil”.

Online Provision for Registration

The entire process of registration, from initial signing-up to provisional allotment and payment
confirmation was conducted online and managed by an extensive Communications team which followed
up with participants through calls and emails. That the registrations were kept open for three months
leading up to the event itself facilitated last minute allocations as well.

Collaboration with EBC

Eastern Book Company was one of the major sponsors for this edition. Their collaboration with The GNLU
Debate was in form of awards — books on Indian and Comparative Constitutional Law were given away to
the winners, and stationery supportin the form of participants' kits.

Punctuality of the Tournament
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Parliamentary debating tournaments are notorious for delays, with rounds getting delayed up to two
hours being considered a given. The GNLU Debate has always strived to adhere to a strict schedule for the
three days that the event is organised for. For the fourth edition, not only did the rounds ran on time, but
the third day of the event, which consisted of quarterfinals, semi-finals and final rounds ran ahead of the
schedule by at least half an hour—something thatis unprecedented in the national debating circuit.
Performance by GNLU Students
The GNLU Debate allows for in-house participation by way of internal adjudication. 13 students of GNLU
participated as internal adjudicators, out of which 11 were breaking adjudicators, with five of them, led
by Mr. Samaksh Sood (Year Il), Ms. Manya Oberoi (Year II1), Mr. Karthik Sundar (Year V), Mr. Arvind Pillai
(Year ll1) and Ms. HariniJambunathan (Year I1) respectively, topping the adjudication tabs.

As per the guidelines given by the UGC's Saksham Report
with respect to the constitution of Complaints Committee on “Sexual Harassment of Women at
Workplace”, GNLU has constituted the Internal Complaint Committee (ICC) at the University.

The Internal Complaint Committee (ICC) formed by GNLU shall be responsible for the formal Redressal of
complaints of gender discrimination and sexual harassment. It shall receive complaints, conduct
inquiries and recommend disciplinary action, if any, in accordance with the provisions of the
“Regulations”.

GNLU is committed to having a work environment that is creative, productive and fulfilling. This includes
ensuring that each student, teacher and non-teaching staff works together, in an environment of mutual
trust, freedom of expression and dignity, free from all forms of violence, harassment, exploitation,
discrimination and intimidation. Accordingly, ICC has framed the rules and regulations named 'Sexual
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Harassment of Women at the Gujarat National Law University, Redressal of Complaints Regulations
2014, after due deliberations, which have been notified by the University. These regulations prescribe
the institutional process to handle complaints of reported Sexual Harassment issues. Gender
Sensitisation Committee is also responsible to create awareness on gender related issues and promote
gender sensitisation. At present, ICC comprises of 6 members.

GNLU encourages responsible leaders who will facilitate an enabling environment within the Institute to
promote gender equality, guaranteed by Article 15 of the Constitution of India. With reference to the
UGC recommendation regarding selection of “Gender Champions” in the Universities/Colleges, ICC after
rigorous selection procedure, selected 7 students as “Gender Champions” to perform the role as per the
guidelines of University Grants Commission.

About the Drive

With reference to the letter received from Ministry of Human Resource and Development dated October
24,2016, to celebrate one Week for Unity, the Universities were instructed to organize any programmein
this regard. Obliging the mandate, on 5" November 2016, Gujarat National Law University organized a
Sanitation Campaign by cleaning a designated area of New Koba Village, as part of Swachchh Bharat
Abhiyan.

New Koba Village is located near Gandhinagar-Ahmedabad highway. In its vicinity are situated some of
the most famous educational institutions like Pandit Deen Dayal Upadhyay Petroleum University,
Institute of Hotel Management, Gujarat National Law University to name a few.

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LANGUAGE LABORATORY

Introduction

Language learning is given the utmost importance at GNLU. The University offers seven foreign
languages to the students. These are French, Spanish, Japanese, Chinese, Arabic, Swahili and German.
Students choose to learn any one of the seven languages offered. GNLU conducts foreign language
classes every semester. These classes run parallel to the regular semester. Each language is taught for a
minimum of 120 hours, stretching across three semesters. This gives them basic proficiency in reading,
listening, speaking and writing in the language of their choice. A final test is conducted in each foreign
language a week before the regular end term examination. Students are then provided with certificates
on the basis of their grades in the language of their choice. For students of the first semester learning a
foreign language iscompulsory.

State-of-the-art Language Laboratory

GNLU is proud to have established a state-of-the-art language laboratory. It is used optimally by foreign
language faculty for speaking and listening modules. The University also plans to use the language
laboratory as a repository of Ancient Indian Languages. In the years to come, the University hopes to offer
the study of ancient Indian languages such as Pali, Ardhmagadhi, Sanskrit, etc.

Accessible India Campaign Report

The LSC was involved with the Blind Peoples Association, Ahmedabad in making the official report of the
Accessible India Campaign, a campaign launched by the Prime Minister's Office (PMO) to work towards
improving infrastructure for a pro-disability environment.

LIBRARY AND LEARNING RESOURC

Introduction

GNLU library is the hub of legal knowledge, which acquire, disseminate and preserve global legal
knowledge. It's a learning place, offer comfortable, inviting environment for reading, reference, and
interaction. It has a huge space to accommodate 300 users at a time, with common and group reading
room facilities.

The library occupies largest air conditioned wing in the administrative building to stack print, digital
resources. The library has a vast collection of more than 36000 print resources, books, e-books, law
reports, journals, e-journals, online databases and reference collections.

Library Acquisitions

Library acquired more than 2400 Books, journals and other print/digital resources during the year.
Library is acquiring good collections by spending millions of rupees budget. The best collections in the
areas of law and non-law subjects are being developed at our library.

GNLU library subscribes globally identified 15 best online databases like Manupatra, SCC online,
LexisNexis, Hein online, JSTOR, World Bank eLibrary, CMIE, Corporate Law Advisor, Kluwar Arbitration,
Taxation Online, Cambridge, Oxford, Taylor and Francis Online, Edward Elgar, and IndiaStat online
databases.

Library Usages

Library offers its digital resources access 24X7 and 9 to 12 for print resources. More than 30000 books are
in circulation, thousands of reference queries are handled/answered by the Reference Section and
similar huge access for digital resources and for reading purpose are given.

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MOOT COURT COMMITTEE (MCC)

2016 Edition

GNLUINTERNATIONALMOOT COURT COMPETITION

GIMCis GNLU's flagship moot court competition, organized in February each year. The moot has gained a
reputation for its challenging moot problems, quality judging and hospitable organizing committee.
Teams from all over the world participate in the competition. Since its inception in 2009, it has also
garnered recognition from the American Society of International Law, the International Law Students
Association, Asian Society of International Law and the World Trade Institute. The Committee was
headed by Mr. Girish R., Faculty Convenor with Mrs. Garima Goswami, Faculty Co-Convenor for both the
2016 and 2017 editions.

2016 Edition

For the 2016 edition, Ms. Muskan Sharma served as the Student Convenor, along with Ms. Shweta Sriram
and Ms. Shivani Salunke as the Student Co-Convenors and Mr. Dhruv Malhotra as the Secretary with 108
members in the organizing committee. The Committee was divided into six sub-committees with
separate coordinators and co-coordinators to ensure optimum distribution of work. GIMC is based on
International Trade Law. The moot problem for the 2016 edition was based on trade in solar cells and
their plain packaging, and dealt with issues stemming from GATT, SCM Agreement, TRIMS, TRIPS and
TBT Agreement. The 2016 edition saw participation from 43 teams, including teams from other countries
like Australia, Bangladesh, Indonesia, Nepal, Nigeria and United States of America. The Registration Fee
was INR 3,500/- for Indian teams, LDCs and Developing Countries. As per the rules of the competition,
teams from LDCs or Developing Countries were also eligible to a fee waiver. All other Teams were
required to pay US $ 200 or its equivalent excluding service charge (if any) in Euro as registration fee. The
format of the competition includes two preliminary rounds conducted over two days, followed by a
guarter-final round, semi-final round and finally, the two best teams make their way to the finals.
GNLUMSIL also conducted a researcher's test for the adjudication of the best researcher of the
competition (which does not affect the team's progress in the competition). The guidelines on which the
memorials are evaluated are circulated amongst the participants in advance. The oral round scores as
well the memorial scores are awarded by the judges. The members of the Committee deduct marks from
the memorials for late submission or for errors in formatting of the memorial. The scores are tallied by the
members and re-checked twice. GIMC has persistently endeavoured to ensure outstanding standards of
judging.

In cases, where the Partner University want GNLU to select or nominate any number of students,
the preference shall be given to Fifth year student/s, who have good academic performance
record.
