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FROM THE DESK OF THE DIRECTOR 
 
 
Year 2015 was truly a year of consolidation of GNLU’s achievements in teaching, 
research, extension, training and infrastructure programmes and activities.  
 
GNLU Vision and Medium-Term Plan 2014-19; award of notification to first three PhD 
scholars; initiation and augmentation of dedicated cadre of research associates and thus, 
full-time faculty and research staff reaching close to 60; GNLU Litigation Assistance and 
Support Scheme (GLASS); Pro-Bono mandatory legal services; completion of GNLU 
campus development work and inauguration of the Aura; visit by a sitting Chief Justice of 
another nation, namely Bangladesh; and adoption and dedicated drive in Koba Village 
under the Swachh Bharat Mission were the main highlights of the Year.  
 
Faculty and staff together deliberated and adopted Vision-Mission-Working Motto-Core 
Values and GNLU Medium-Term Plan till 2019. The University has put up a challenge 
before itself: To be rated among top 50 law institutions in the world in terms of law 
and inter-disciplinary teaching, research, training and extension reputation and 
performance by 2020 while achieving and sustaining the top position in India. 
Indeed, GNLU setting higher target for its progress and achievements. With 125 existing 
faculty and staff, 930 students, visionary leadership of the members of the statutory bodies, 
support from the Government of Gujarat and India, academic partnership with the 
institutions of law-making, governance, bar and bench, economic and commerce houses 
and civil society, this mission is all set in motion. If last 10 years of history is any indicator, 
this goal is certainly achievable.  
 
2015 Convocation was graced by Smt. Sumitra Mahajan, Hon’ble Speaker of Lok Sabha, 
Smt. Anandiben Patel, Hon’ble Chief Minister of Gujarat and presided over by Mr. Justice 
T. S. Thakur, Chief Justice of India, then senior-most Judge of the Supreme Court of India 
and GNLU Visitor on 14 February 2015.  
 
The University continued to offer five UG degree courses and four PG degree courses, 
PhD and online and certificate courses based on Research-based Teaching University 
(RbTU) model. 11 research projects, 111 publications and 20 activities were conducted by 
the Research Department and 11 Research Centres of the University. With two more 
chairs added to the University, GNLU has now chairs/fellowships offered by Microsoft 
India (IPR); Oil and Natural Gas Corporation (International Contracts), Khaitan & Co. 
(M&A); Gujarat Council on Science and Technology (IPR); Gujarat Maritime Board 
(Maritime Laws); Gujarat Urja Vikas Nigam Limited (Energy Laws); Satlaj Jal Vidyut 
Nigam Limited (Environmental Law); Cube Construction Engineering Limited (Real 
Estate Laws) and Department of Social Justice and Welfare (Manual Scavenging Laws) and 
tripartite Centre on Child Rights with the Department of Social Justice and Welfare, 
UNICEF and GNLU.  
 
To gain the knowledge, deliberate on the existing knowledge and new frontiers and 
disseminate the same for the benefit of students, faculty and legal community at large, the 
University centres, faculty and the University as a whole organised / hosted 47 training 
programs, certificate courses, workshops, guest and special lectures. Our programmes 
enriched by 240 resource persons from India and various nations benefited nearly 1600 
participants from India and various corners of the Globe.  
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GNLU continues to achieve 80% placement of registered students within one year of their 
graduation and 100% internship record for all registered students. GNLU students were 
awarded with achievements in various national and international moot, debate, sports, 
cultural and extra-curricular activities. GNLU allocated more than Rs. 2 crore for student-
research and such activities. GNLU Internal Committees – Academic Support 
Programme, Competitive Examination Guidance Committee, Debating Society, Moot 
Committee, initiated and added to overall achievements of GNLU students. GNLU Legal 
History Museum is gradually becoming a reality. It hosted two travelling exhibitions – 
Roerich Pact: History and Modernity and Africans in India: A Rediscovery and gained 
valuable donation for its library including 55 sculptures some belonging to 11th century. 
 
GNLU campus located in the Knowledge Corridor of Gandhinagar witnessed completion 
of its developmental work. Smt. Anandiben Patel, Hon’ble Chief Minister of Gujarat in the 
presence of Mr. Justice Surendra Kumar Sinha, Hon’ble Chief Justice of Bangladesh and 
Shri Pradeepsinh Jadeja, Minister of Law and Justice, Government of Gujarat inaugurated 
the AURA – GNLU Auditorium Building. With the completion achievement, GNLU has 
one of the finest state-of-the-art educational infrastructures in the nation spread over 50 
acres of land generously donated with a capital grant of 180 crore Rs. by the Government 
of Gujarat and nearly 10 crore Rs. by the University Grants Commission of India. The 
dream to have a world class law university in Gujarat nurtured by Shri Narendra Modi, 
Hon’ble Prime Minister of India (then Chief Minister of Gujarat) with its founding 
Chairman Late Shri Kirit Raval, Late Shri Ashok Bhatt and brought into reality gradually 
by the first founding Director Professor V. S. Mani, the current Director since 2009 and 
hundreds and thousands of individuals from Gujarat, India and abroad, has been realised.  
 
The University creates and accepts with humility true knowledge generated from any 
corner of the Globe for its timeless journey of service to the humanity.

Academic Programmes 
 

Undergraduate Programmes 
The main objective of  the GNLU Academic Curriculum Committee (‘ACC’) is to provide 
guidance, approval and supervision to the faculty members on curricular innovation and 
instructional quality by ensuring that the curriculum of  the University is academically sound, 
comprehensive and responsive to the evolving needs of  the society; thus, serving the University’s 
mission, and also the educational and vocational needs of  the students. This Committee 
comprises mostly the senior faculty members of  the University. 
 
Role and responsibility: ACC is entrusted with developing the standard curriculum and addressing 
the broader concerns that would be reflected in the curriculum framework. The following are the 
broad roles of  the ACC: 
 

1. Defining the goals and objectives of  the curriculum;  
2. Designing and management of  the curriculum; 
3. Scheduling of  courses; 
4. Recommendations on new courses and new instructional programmes; 
5. Recommendations on deletion of  courses and instructional programmes; 
6. Vetting of  proposed courses;  
7. Allocation of  subjects; 
8. Offering academic inputs to initiatives and proposals for different types of  extra-UG 

courses. 
9. Review, evaluation, revision and implementation of  policies/guidelines for course-

outline/reference materials, etc. to ensure that the curriculum is coherent, 
coordinated, fully integrated, current and effective. 

 
Curriculum Development 
Curriculum development is attached as the highest degree of  importance at GNLU. The 
University follows a healthy and systematic process for the designing and development of  
curriculum. Faculty-members are allocated subjects (core, optional and seminar) based on the 
preference/s indicated and the expertise shown through applications (that come, along with the 
notice of  intimation of  the same, at the end of  the semester to decide curriculum plan for the 
next semester). ACC prepares a draft-list of  allocation of  subjects among the faculty-members. 
Upon the acceptance and approval (of  the draft) by the Director and the Dean (AA), the ACC 
releases the final list of  allotment. 
 
GNLU designs its curricula in accordance with the UGC and the BCI mandates, and does take 
into account the syllabi of other prominent National Law Universities in India and major foreign 
universities for further upgradation of its own curricula. At GNLU, the curriculum is reviewed 
and upgraded every year. So, meaningful restructuring, keeping account of latest developments 
and anticipated developments is done every year. Each faculty member is required to anticipate 
research developments and also broadly outline Vision 2025 in his/her particular subject. The 
University follows a systematic process for the designing, development, updating and revision of 
the curriculum. Curriculum is developed through a Ten-Point RbTU (Research based Teaching 
University) document, an initiative of the University to amalgamate teaching and research. The 
following are the parameters of the RbTU model, as developed by the University: 
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1. Preparation of  course-outline in consultation with minimum two experts from India 
and/or abroad. 

2. Inclusion of  latest/leading/landmark judgments, relevant Acts and Bills for reference. 
3. Inclusion of  a list of  books/articles (minimum 10). 
4. Inclusion of  observations on at least 5 books/articles in the course outline. 
5. Inputs/insights, as appropriate, from best practices of  syllabi prepared by leading law 

schools in the world. 
6. Identification and enlisting of  forthcoming international/national 

conferences/seminars/workshops in the respective subject. 
7. Organisation of  guest lecture/consultation from Academia/Bar /Bench, Industry, etc. 
8. Consultation and request for guidance from leading luminary/Nobel 

laureates/Magsaysay awardees/national & international law firms and PSUs. 
9. Establishing contacts with faculty-members of  leading universities/institutes for teaching 

and research. 
10. Inclusion of  any emerging issue/development/area of  research, related to the subject.

o 10 B: Elements of sustainable development. 

o 10 C: Vision 2025.

Proposed Initiatives and Upcoming Plans 
The Council aims to work towards building research capacity within students through 
development of a systematic and hierarchical  levels of students groups for proper dissemination 
of knowledge within the ‘interest groups’ in line with the University’s education setting. 
Appraisal system aims to reporting of research work to be done on monthly and annual basis to 
induce students to mandatorily provide their research outcomes through methodical, engaging 
and collaborating processes, practices and contexts. The researches carried out are designed to 
provide direct evidence of effective approaches to teaching and learning, thereby establishing a 
model of ‘knowledge creating organisations’. 

Research Methodology Workshop on Legal and Interdisciplinary Research 
A Research Methodology Workshop on Legal and Interdisciplinary Research was organised by 
the Research Department from 7 August to 13 August 2015. Twenty eight participants from all 
over the country participated in the programme. The workshop aimed at providing a complete

The 
Centre aims to carry out empirical research with the help of the NGOs working in Kashmir 
and will prepare a report on the same, which will be submitted to the Government of Jammu

academic and non-academic activities. 

Selection Criteria for selection of the Best Research Paper Award: 

a. 20% weightage for competence on the subject. 
b. 20% weightage for significance of the research findings.  
c. 20% weightage for originality.  
d. 15% weightage for clarity of expression.  
e. 15% weightage for style. 
f. 10% weightage for organisation.

Administrative activities 
The administrative activities include all the routine activities carried out by the administrative 
staff for the welfare and well-being of the students.

First Aid Training & Workshop 

           
 

A First Aid Training Programme and Workshop was organised by the ODSW on 2 & 3 
September 2015 in association with Rashtriya Life Saving Society for the welfare of students as 
well as staff and to empower them with the knowledge and skills to provide basic first aid to 
assist in a victim’s survival prior to transfer to a medical or paramedical facility and constitute a 
group of trained first aid professionals. Its main objective was to prepare a team of such 
professionals for the safety and security of the surroundings and fellow human being and be 
prepared for the unseen emergencies and become trained in disaster management. This 
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programme saw an overwhelming participation from the students as well as the staff and was a 
successful event. At the end of this training programme, all the participants were given a 
certificate endorsed by the International Life Saving Federation and Royal Life Saving Society 
(Common Wealth) recognising them as Certified First-Aiders. 
 
Welcome Dinner for Newcomers – An Initiative 
GNLU welcomes the new batch of UG and PG students with a Welcome Dinner followed by a 
cultural event. This year, the dinner was organised on 9 July 2015. Students get an opportunity to 
interact with their senior students, Director, Registrar, Deans, faculty and administrative staff in 
an informal setting.  
 
GNLU Cleanliness Award 

     
 
ODSW, to inculcate sense of highest cleanliness possible and to recognise the role-models, 
initiated ‘Cleanliness Award’ on 31 October 2015. The major objective is to recognise and award 
the students who focused on cleanliness and upkeep of the hostel room and premises. The most 
clean room from each floor of the Boys’ and Girls’ Hostel was identified and the students living 
in those hostel-rooms were awarded for maintaining cleanliness and hygiene of the room as well 
as the premises.

Repair and Renovation of Hostels: During the summer vacation and before the commencement of 
the new semester, repair and renovation work was undertaken in girls and boys hostels under the 
supervision of the ODSW.

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MOOT COURT COMMITTEE AND ACTIVITIES 

 

About the Committee 
The Moot Court Committee (MCC) comprises student members from all batches of the 
University, who are selected through an application and interview process. Depending on the 
requirement, the strength of the committee varies from 20-60 members. The Committee is 
headed by Mr. Girish R, Faculty Convenor with Ms. Garima Goswami, Faculty Co-Convenor. 
For 2015-16 academic year, 52 members have been selected ensuring adequate representation of 
students from every batch. A Student Convenor, Ms. Muskan Sharma, and two Co-Convenors, 
Ms. Shweta Sriram and Ms. Shivani Salunke, are also appointed. All decisions are taken by the 
Committee through a voting system, after an elaborate discussion between all of its members, 
weighing the pros and cons. Since the Committee is adequately represented by students from all 
years, the perspectives of students from each year are taken into consideration before reaching 
any decision. 

 
Object of the Committee 
The primary object of the Committee (MCC) is to ensure that the standards of mooting culture 
in the University are enhanced every year and that deserving students get the opportunity to 
represent the University at several mooting competitions, winning laurels not only for 
themselves, but for the University as well. 

 
Intra Rounds 
In order to ensure that only the best and most hardworking students represent the University at 
moot court competitions, a twin intra round system is followed by the MCC. This process, 
besides serving as a fair procedure to decide which of the students get the opportunity to 
participate in moots, also provides the students a platform to improve their skills of mooting. 

In the odd semester of year 2015, the MCC conducted 6 intra rounds till date to select students 
who will be representing GNLU at moot court competitions, international as well as national. 
The Intra Rounds conducted are as follows: 

1. 1st Intra Round, July 2015: This round is conducted as a screening round for students from 
the 2nd - 5th years. It enables to select around top 100 students from the oral rounds and 
60 students from the researcher rounds for the next round of intra moot court 
competition. In order to prevent students who, despite being good at research, are 
unable to participate in moot court competitions due to their lack of good speaking 
abilities, a Special Researcher’s Round is also conducted. This rounds permits students to 
only submit their memorial for the intra round and participate as researchers in moots.  

In this year’s intra round, 275 students participated in the intra rounds, out of which 30 
applied only for the researcher’s round. The problem for this round was drafted by Mr. 
Rohan Lavkumar, an alumnus of GNLU. The rounds were judged by Mr. Rohan 
Lavkumar, Mr. Ishan Bhatt, Mr. Harsh Parekh, Ms. Vacha, Mr. Nisarg Desai, Ms. Pragya 
Sood, Mr. Sahil Shah, and Ms. Priyal Parikh—all alumni of GNLU. Ms. Megha Chandra, 
practising in the Bombay High Court, Mr. Kanishk Thakur and Ms. Abhilasha Singh 
working at Shardul Amarchand Mangaldas, Delhi and Mr. Bhash Mankad and Ms. 
Garima Malhotra Mankad, advocates working in the Gujarat High Court were also part 
of this occasion. 

2. 1st Intra Round (1st Years), August 2015: The MCC conducts a special round for the 1st year 
students who join GNLU every year. Being their first shot at mooting, it is understood 
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that it would be difficult for them to compete with their seniors who have had more 
experience in mooting. Hence, the MCC helps first year students to attain a favourable 
attitude towards the mooting culture in different ways. It conducts special classes for the 
first years, which are conducted by students from the fourth years that help the students 
understand mooting and its several facets. The fourth year students teach their juniors 
the methods of researching, formatting and speaking during an intra-round and also 
conduct mock sessions. The MCC also allows first year students to watch the seniors’ 
intra rounds so that they may have an idea of how the mooting rounds are conducted.  

In order to ensure that the students take the activity seriously, the memorial marks are 
added as a part of their continuous evaluation for the subject, Legal Methods. The MCC 
selects the top 30 students to participate in the next round and compete with all the other 
seniors who qualify for the next intra round.  

For this academic year, the problem was drafted by Mr. Aonkan Ghosh, GNLU 
alumnus. The rounds were judged by Mr. Aonkan Ghosh, Mr. Karan Sachdev, Ms. Esha 
Goel, Ms. Tanaya Shah, Mr. Nachiket Mehta, Ms. Nirali Sanghvi, Mr. Abhishek Dadoo, 
Ms. Vacha Desai, Ms. Tanushree Bhuwalka, Mr. Kanva Antani, Mr. Punit Juneja and Ms. 
Uma Lohray. Top 30 students were selected to participate in the 2nd Intra Round. 

3. 2nd Intra Round, September 2015: The MCC divided the 2nd Intra Round into a round based 
on a problem of international law (PIL Round), and an arbitration round (Arbitration 
Round).   

Accordingly, students who wish to participate in international or national moot court 
competitions are asked to participate in the PIL Round; whereas those who wish to 
participate in moots based on arbitration, participate in the Arbitration Round.  

The PIL Round problem was drafted by Mr. Aditya Chatterjee, GNLU alumnus. He was 
also one of the judges for the PIL Round. The other judges were Mr. Prateek Rath, Mr. 
Bhash Mankad, Ms. Garima Malhotra Mankad and Mr. Alphus Rockey. 

The Arbitration Round problem for this round was prepared by Mr. Ashutosh Ray, 
GNLU Alumnus. Mr. Ashutosh Ray and Mr. Manu Sanan judge the Arbitration Round. 

Through the PIL round, students were selected to participate in moots like Oxford Price 
Media Moot, Bar Council of India Moot, Kerala Law Academy Moot, DM Harish 
International Moot Court Competition, NUJS Herbert Smith Moot Court Competition, 
etc; whereas through the Arbitration round, students were selected for William C Vis 
(East) Moot on International Commercial Arbitration, International Maritime Arbitration 
Moot, NLS Bangalore, International Arbitration Moot Court Competition, etc. 

4. Jessup Challenger Round, October 2015: The MCC conducts a special round for Phillips 
Jessup International Moot that gives the students an opportunity to form a team of their 
choice. To judge the rounds this year, the MCC invited Mr. Rohan Lavkumar and Mr. 
Ankit Yadav, GNLU Alumni.  

5. Vis Challenger Round, October 2015: The MCC conducted a challenger round for the 
prestigious Willem C Vis International Commercial Arbitration Moot Court Competition 
organised in Vienna every year. The round was conducted to ensure that the best team 
represents the university in the competition. It was judged by Mr. Shivasantosh 
Yellamanchili and Ms. Anjali Rawat, NLS Bengaluru and NALSAR alumnus respectively.  

6. ELSA Challenger Round, October 2015: The MCC also conducted a Challenger Round to 
select a team for participating in the ELSA Moot on WTO Law, 2016. The rounds were 
judged by Mr. Rohan Lavkumar and Mr. Ankit Yadav. 
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Other Allied Competitions 

The MCC also conducts internal rounds to select students for the Client Counselling 
Competitions. This year’s client counselling rounds were held in January 2015. Additionally, in 
case, requests are received for research paper, judgement writing, legislative drafting 
competitions, etc that require only a few best entries from the University be sent, the MCC 
conducts internal selection process for selecting best entries that would be sent from the 
University. This year, internal competitions were conducted for the ILS Judgment Writing 
Competition and the GLC Judgment Deliberation and Treaty Appreciation Competition, to 
name a few.  
 

Problem for the Intra Rounds 
The problem for each round is drafted by well-experienced mooters like Mr. Ashotosh Ray, Mr. 
Aditya Chatterjee, Mr. Aonkan Ghosh, and Mr. Rohan Lavkumar. They have represented 
GNLU in various competitions during their time in the University and helped the University 
reach greater heights.  
 
Judges 
MCC invite external judges who are Judges or advocates practising in High Courts or associates 
in law firms.   
 
Reimbursement 
To assist students by financial means, at the end of every academic year, students who have 
participated in moot court competitions are reimbursed as follows: 

1. National Moot Court Competitions: Reimbursment of travel expenditure depending on 

the fare of sleeper class for trains and ₹1000/- towards research expenditure.  

2. International Moot Court Competitions: Reimbursement of 25% of air fare, full

An organising committee was constituted by the MCC in 2009 for the first time to host an 
international moot court competition covering the subject of public international law with 
aspects of International Trade Law, called the GNLU International Moot Court Competition 
(GIMC), a first in GNLU’s history. GIMC is organised in February each year since then. Teams 
from all over the world have participated in the competition. Since its inception in 2009, it has 
garnered due recognition from the American Society of International Law (ASIL), the 
International Law Students Association (ILSA), Asian Society of International Law (Asian SIL) 
and the World Trade Institute (WTI). GIMC 2015 was the 7th edition of the competition and it 
outshone all its previous editions, based on the quality of competition and the organisational 
capabilities.

Moot Problem: The moot problems of GIMC are based on International Trade Law. With the 
rapid globalisation of the world community, and the consequent requirement of a quick 
understanding of the ramifications of increased cross-border trade and commerce, International 
Trade Law has been recognised as extremely significant in this day and age. Each of GIMC’s 
moot problems has been meticulously drafted by some of the greatest contemporary legal minds 
in this field.  
 
Participants: The 7th edition of GIMC experienced maximum participation with teams from 
different countries like Indonesia, the United States of America, Australia, the Philippines, 
Maldives, Sri Lanka, Nepal, Bangladesh, and Nigeria. This year, a total of 56 teams participated 
in the competition.  
 

Registration Fee: The Registration Fee was ₹ 3,500/- for Indian teams, least developed 
countries or developing countries/economies. Teams from least developed countries or 
developing countries/economies could pay in INR or its equivalent amount in US Dollars or 
Euros. All other teams had to pay US $ 200 or its equivalent excluding service charge (if any) in 
Euro as registration fee. 
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Rounds: This year, since participation had tremendously increased, preliminary rounds were 
conducted in 6 court rooms followed by the quarter final rounds. Four teams then qualified to 
the semi-final rounds with two best teams making their way to the finals. For the first time, 
GIMC conducted a researcher’s test for the adjudication of the best researcher of the 
competition (the researcher’s test is independent of the team’s progress in the competition). The 
test was for an hour comprising 20 objective questions of 30 marks and 2 subjective questions of 
20 marks each. The questions were based on the moot problem and the general principles of 
WTO laws. The questions paper was prepared by Dr. Udayakumara Ramakrishna BN and Ms. 
Garima Goswami.  
 
Scoring: The oral round scores as well as the memorial scores are awarded by the judges who 
are invited to the University to judge the round. The members of the Committee deduct marks 
from the memorials for late submission or for errors in formatting of the memorial. This is done 
to ensure that the students adopt a uniform formatting system which GIMC requires. The 
guidelines on which the memorials are evaluated are provided to the participants by the 
organising committee and published on the GIMC website. The scores are totalled and tallied by 
the members and are re-checked twice. 
 
Judges: GIMC has persistently endeavoured to ensure outstanding standards of judging. Hence, 
the Committee strives to bring together the most brilliant luminaries in the field who can 
efficiently, impartially and rationally judge the teams. The judges for the final round of GIMC 
2015 included Mr. Ujal Singh Bhatia, a WTO Appellate Body Member and a former WTO 
representative from India; Mr. Greg Tereposky, the Managing Partner at Borden Ladner Gervais 
LLP; Mr. Jayant Dasgupta, former Ambassador of India to the WTO and partner at 
LakshmiKumaran & Sridharan Attorneys, Dr. Laria Espa, Marie Curie (COFIT) Senior Research 
Fellow at World Trade Institute, Bern and Ms. Indu Malhotra, Senior Advocate, Supreme Court 
of India.

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LEGAL SERVICES COMMITTEE  

 

Objectives of LSC:  

To educate and empower the less privileged, by conducting legal awareness programmes on a 
wide range of issues. 

 To provide the needy with free legal aid to protect and assert their rights. 

 To identify the most vulnerable sections of society like women and children and work 
towards affording them legal protection. 

 To use the legal expertise available at the disposal of the Legal Service committee to 
further the cause of social development.  

 

LSC, in its initial years of operation, adopted Chharanagar, a village near Ahmedabad. The 
student members used to provide legal assistance to underprivileged sections of the society. They 
also used to conduct street plays on different issues like police atrocities, domestic violence etc. 

Activities under the Reporting Period 

 The RTE Resource Center: 
The LSC, in collaboration with IIM-Ahmedabad had set up a Right to Education (RTE) 
Resource Center each, at GNLU and IIM-A for the implementation of section 12 of the 
Right to Education Act, 2005. The team carried out extensive surveys in schools across 
Gandhinagar District to assess education levels and implementation of the provisions of 
the Act. A report was submitted to IIM-A based on these findings. 

 Free Legal Aid Clinics 
The LSC carried out surveys in four closeby villages of Shahpur, Koba, Raisan and 
Kudasan to assess the basic levels of socio-economic status and legal literacy. Free Legal 
Aid Cells had been set-up in all four villages where student members, at regular intervals 
(Thrice every week) addressed grievances of people. There was an overwhelming 
response from the villagers who turned up seeking legal remedies on contractual, land 
and domestic disputes. 

 Free Legal Awareness:  
The LSC has continued its trend of spreading free legal awareness. The members of the 
LSC participated in the National Service Scheme Camp in Koba organised by RC 
Technical College, Sola. A series of such presentations have been scheduled for the 
current year as well.  The following issues were addressed – 

 Fundamental Rights under the Indian Constitution. 

 FIR: Essentials and Procedures.  

 Rape: Provisions and Remedies. 

 Legal provisions relating to Domestic Violence in India. 

 Provisions of the Motor Vehicles Act. 

 Manual Scavenging Bill, Gujarat: 
The LSC addressed the inhuman practice of manual scavenging through a workshop 
following which the LSC drafted a Manual Scavenging Bill for the State of Gujarat.  

 RTIs filed for Commoners: 
The LSC filed Right to Information (RTIs) regarding the practice of witchcraft in the 
nearby villages based on the information provided to it by letters from villagers.  
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 Blood Donation Camp: 
The annual Blood Donation Camp was held on 15 September 2014, in collaboration with 
the Indian Red Cross Society and recorded a total of 93 donations.  

 Kashmir Relief Fund: 
The LSC, in a first of its kind initiative, organised on 15 September 2014, the Kashmir 
Relief Fund Campaign for the flood victims of Kashmir which saw an overwhelming 
response from students as well as staff. The relief camp effort was appreciated by J&K 
Police.  

 Consumer Awareness:  
A special team has been constituted for the designing, printing and circulating the 
consumer protection brochures in and around the campus.  

 Blood Donation Camp 2015: Continuing its tradition forward, the LSC organised a 
Blood Donation Camp in the University on its foundation day 17 July 2015 in 
collaboration with the Indian Red Cross Society, Ahmedabad Chapter. The camp was a 
grand success breaking all previous records and had a total registration of 230 students 
and 170 donations. The Blood Donation Camp has seen a significant increase in the 
number of donations since the last two years as shown in the graph. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 
 
 
 
 
In the year 2013, there were a total of 81 donations. In 2014 the number of donations 
increased from 81 to 93 and in the 2015 there was a significant growth from 93 to 170.  

 The 1st GNLU National LSC Interlinking Annual Forum, October 03 2015 to 
October 04 2015: The LSC in order to increase access to justice and to attain social justice for all 
organised the National Annual Forum to Interlink the Legal Aid Cells of various 
Universities across the country. The Inter-linking conference provided a common 
platform to all these bodies on issues of socio-legal relevance.  
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 100 Hours of Compulsory Pro-Bono Legal Service: GNLU, in its endeavour to stand 
out as a World Class University has made it compulsory from the current batch (Batch of 
2015-2020) onwards to devote 100 hours of the 5-year Under-Graduate Degree to Pro-
Bono Legal Services. This endeavour is being regulated and coordinated by the LSC and 
performance and initiative of the students is being formally evaluated. The Committee, in 
furtherance of its objectives, shall be responsible for the overall conduct of this 
endeavor.  

 A Smartphone Application for basic citizen issues:  The LSC, to enhance ease of 
legal and procedural information to all, released, for the first time in the history of the 
country, a Smartphone Application, so as to provide information on legal procedures and 
instances which are a part and parcel of our day to day lives. These instances could be 
ragging in academic institutions, traffic violations, issuance of PAN cards or voter 
identity cards and the like. The initial design of the app was released at the 1st GNLU

 Anti-Ragging play at National Institute of Fashion Technology, Gandhinagar, 22 
July 2015: The Theatre wing of the LSC, better known as ‘Abhivyakti’ performed a street 
play in promotion of its motto of ‘An Anti-Ragging Environment’ at NIFT, 
Gandhinagar for the orientation of the fresher batch of the university. The play received 
an overwhelming response from the audience which comprised students, parents and 
faculty members of the University.  

 Sexual Harassment at Work-Place play at GNLU, 03 October 2015: The Abhivyakti 
Theatre Team performed a play on the issue of sexual harassment at work place under 
the guidelines of Vishaka Judgement during the eve of the 1st GNLU National LSC 
Interlinking Annual Forum, 03-04 October 2015. The play was appreciated by the 
different resource persons and the students who attended the annual forum. 

 Work for the cause of Pakistani Hindus: In one of its kind initiative, the LSC on the 
instance of the Gujarat State Legal Services Authority (GSLSA) planned to carry out a 
survey on the condition of life of Pakistani Hindus and more particularly, on attempting 
to acquire professional licenses to members of these communities who lost their licenses 
and practice due to migration under law. The initial research for the same has been 
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carried out and for this project LSC took assistance of local people living at Sardarnagar 
and Kubernagar in Ahmedabad and one of the NGO, the Universal Just Action Aid 
Society (UJAS), Jodhpur which is working for this cause in the country.   

 Final Result: As planned, LSC carried out a survey and conducted a couple of meetings 
and discussions with the concerned authorities and reached to a conclusion that the laws 
are effectively made for Pakistani Hindus. There are no discriminatory laws for them. 
Those who ever applied for the legal assistance has got the necessary benefits from the 
authorities concerned. The LSC team found that there is a lack of sensitisation, 
awareness among the people belonging to this community.  

 Social Media and Public Outreach: In order to meet its objective to spread legal 
awareness and access to free and effective legal assistance, the LSC has established a 
commendable social media presence so that our endeavors are accessible even to 
everyone in need of the same. For this, the LSC has an extremely active Facebook page. 
The LSC also boasts of an LSC Blog which is not just about current affairs and 
happenings but also comments critically on the political-social-legal issues of the nation 
and beyond. Apart from the Facebook page and the Blog, the LSC circulates an LSC 
Newsletter titled ‘The Legal Chronicle’ which comes out fortnightly and is a compilation 
of all current happening in the legal field and fraternity and includes recent Supreme 
Court and High Court Judgments, news relating to niche areas of law and practice and 
law school news. Apart from these platforms, the LSC has a twitter handle and a recently 
founded YouTube Channel.  
 
Planned Activities in 2016 

 Commitments as arising out of the National Annual Forum: The LSC, taking 
forward its commitments, is looking forward to signing Memorandums of Understanding 
with the associating organisations that were a part of the Forum. The projects will vary 
from organisation to organisation and shall cover all the topics that constituted the 
plenary sessions of the Forum.     

 Consumer Courts Litigation: The LSC plans to take up cases of the common man in 
consumer courts across Ahmedabad-Gandhinagar. To spearhead the cause, a team of the 
Committee shall start its initial phase of the same by visiting the Grahak Nyaylaya in Gota, 
Ahmedabad. The same shall be done as a free legal aid service for aggrieved consumers.

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FOREIGN LANGUAGE CLASSES 
 

Foreign Language Classes 
 
Language learning is given the utmost importance at GNLU. The University offers seven foreign 
languages to the students. These are French, Spanish, Japanese, Chinese, Arabic, Swahili and 
German.  Students choose to learn any one of the seven languages offered. GNLU conducts 
foreign language classes every semester. These classes run parallel to the regular semester. Each 
language is taught for a minimum of 120 hours, stretching across three semesters. This gives 
them basic proficiency in reading, listening, speaking and writing in the language of their choice. 
A final test is conducted in each foreign language a week before the regular end term 
examination. Students are then provided with certificates on the basis of their grades in the 
language of their choice. For students of the first semester learning a foreign language is 
compulsory.  

 
State-of-the-art Language Laboratory 
 
GNLU is proud to have established a state-of-the-art language laboratory. It is used optimally by 
foreign language faculty for speaking and listening modules. The University also plans to use the 
language laboratory as a repository of Ancient Indian Languages. In the years to come, the 
University hopes to offer the study of ancient Indian languages such as Pali, Ardhmagadhi, 
Sanskrit, etc.

About the GNLU Debating Society 

The GNLU Debating Society was formed with the aim to promote parliamentary debating 
within University and to increase participation in national and international debating 
competitions. The Society considered it necessary to inculcate debating as an everyday activity 
among GNLU students and, hence, introduced the concept of the GNLU Debating League 
(GDL) which meant holding weekly debating sessions and maintaining a tab of participation. 
The Society’s aim was to make debating a culture within GNLU, and to develop that idea, it was 
necessary to have an international debating competition within the University.

The University has taken up this responsibility by grooming and 
spearheading awareness for Civil Services, Judicial Services and other competitive exams under 
the aegis of the GNLU Competitive Exam Guidance Committee (GCGC). The GCGC is 
functioning since 2010. The GCGC has started guiding aspirants for the competitive exams. The 
primary objective of the Committee is to groom students in their preparations for the UPSC and 
the Judiciary examinations. For this, the Committee has set up short-term and long-term 
objectives to be met in the near future.

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GENDER SENSITISATION AND INTERNAL COMPLAINT 

COMMITTEE 

About the Committee 
To the intent and effects of The Sexual Harassment at the Workplace (Prevention, Prohibition 
and Redressal) Act, 2013 and recommendations of UGC’s Saksham Report, GSICC (Gender 
Sensitisation and Internal Complaint Committee) is constituted to carry out objectives as per the 
Act and the UGC Guidelines. GNLU is committed to having a work environment that is 
creative, productive and fulfilling. This includes ensuring that all students, teachers and non-
teaching staff work together in an environment of mutual trust, freedom of expression and 
dignity, free from all forms of violence, harassment, exploitation, discrimination and 
intimidation. Accordingly, GSICC has framed the rules and regulations named ‘Sexual 
Harassment of Women at the Gujarat National Law University, Redressal of Complaints 
Regulations 2014’ after due deliberations which have been notified by the University. These 
regulations prescribe the institutional process to handle complaints of reported sexual 
harassment issues. GSICC is also responsible to create awareness on gender related issues and 
promote gender sensitisation. At present, GSICC comprises six members.

GNLU encourages responsible leaders who can facilitate an enabling environment within the 
institute to promote gender equality, guaranteed by article 15 of the Indian Constitution. With 
reference to the UGC recommendation regarding selection of ‘Gender Champions’ in the 
Universities/Colleges, GSICC after rigorous selection procedure selected seven students as 
‘Gender Champions’ to perform the role as per the guidelines of the UGC. As per the broader 
objective of the Act and UGC mandate, GSICC continues to plan and orient such activities 
which are obligatory.

About the Cell 
The UGC provides special assistance to the University to establish Equal Opportunity Cell and 
to provide ‘Remedial Coaching’ at UG and PG levels, coaching for entry into services and 
coaching for NET, SLET to Scheduled Castes, Scheduled Tribes and Minority candidates. The 
first objective of providing the coaching to the students is to improve the academic knowledge 
and linguistic proficiency in various subjects, also to raise their level of comprehension of basic 
subjects and to provide a stronger foundation for further academic work. Thirdly, to strengthen 
their knowledge, skills and attitudes in such subjects, where quantitative and qualitative 
techniques and laboratory activities are involved, so that the necessary guidance and training 
provided under the programme may enable the students to come up to the level necessary for 
pursuing higher studies efficiently and to reduce their failure and dropout rate. Thus, it prepares 
students to gain useful knowledge for employment in Groups A, B and C in Central services, 
State services and equivalent positions in private sector. 

Composition of the EoC 
For effective implementation of policies and programmes of the reservation policy for the 
Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes, the University has appointed an advisory committee 
with the Director as the chairperson. The Committee consists of a few faculty members amongst 
whom the Coordinator of various schemes are appointed for effectively implementing the 
programmes and schemes stipulated by the UGC.

Facilities 
The EoC has a well-equipped library and documentation center. The library remains open from 
9 am to 5 pm and can be accessed by all members of the University. The main aim is to reach 
out to students belonging to the SC, ST, OBC and minority community. The library has a decent 
collection of contemporary text and reference books. It subscribes to major dailies across 
vernacular languages, besides journals and magazines catering to requirement for preparation for 
competitive examinations.  
 
Remedial Coaching Programme: The EoC has conducted various remedial coaching 
programmes. The aim is to improve the academic skills of the students while also raising the 
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level of comprehension to enable them to reach a necessary level for pursing studies effectively. 
The classes are held before and after the regular university class hours as per the convenience of 
the students as well as teachers. The course has been arranged in such a manner that the students 
get the maximum exposure to various subjects, through personal guidance and intervention by 
the subject teachers. Through various repeated class works, tutorials, work-assignments, followed 
by group discussions and interactive sessions, the students get a scope to improve their academic 
skills and proficiencies in various subjects. 

Various useful books and journals from the funds of the scheme have been procured and this 
has been of immense help to the students of the ‘Remedial Coaching Scheme’. By successfully 
implementing the ‘Remedial Coaching Scheme’ in the University, the knowledge, skills and 
aptitude of the students of the SCs/STs and minority community students have been 
strengthened, especially in the subjects where coaching activities are involved.  

The Remedial Coaching was conducted for the subjects namely Family Laws, Arbitration and 
Conciliation and Political Science. NET/SLET coaching especially in the subject area of 
Teaching Aptitude, Research Aptitude, Data Analysis, Reasoning and Legal Reasoning was 
conducted for the LLM students. Special class on Moot Coaching was organised to help the 
students of first year. Under the Coaching scheme for Entry into services the lectures were 
organised for the Quantitative Aptitude. 

Special Lecture Series  
To enrich our students with the knowledge and experience, eminent personalities from the 
academia are invited under the auspices of the EoC. The aim of inviting such eminent 
personalities is to inspire the students and to provide them exposure to the valuable interaction 
and discourses of contemporary relevance.  

The second special lecture series was delivered by Dr. Ram Puniyani, Professor, Indian Institute 
of Technology, Bombay, on 24-25 September 2014. Dr Puniyani spoke about human rights 
activities from last two decades.

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LIBRARY AND LEARNING RESOURCES 

The library is not just a repository of books and resources or just a place for study; it is the heart 
of the university despite the move from print towards electronic resources. It continues to be a 
partner in research and in teaching, and it contributes directly to the academic mission of the 
institution. It is also the centre which equips students with the skills and knowledge that they 
need to achieve academically to compete in the present and future. More than just books, 
journals, computers, and libraries are still places where individuals gather to explore, interact, and 
imagine. 

The Library strives to make GNLU a world-class law university. It occupies the largest space 
within the administrative building. It is spread over four-floors with a seating capacity for 300 
readers at a time. The library, which is fully air-conditioned, offers a comfortable and inviting 
environment for reading, reference, research, interaction and creativity. It has special discussion 
cubicles for researchers, faculty members and students. 

The Library has a vast collection of more than 36000 volumes of books, subscribes to 150 print 
journals, besides providing access to 3000 electronic journals and digital databases. It also has 
archives of law reports besides reference collections.  

Library Acquisitions 

The Library, in the last one year, has acquired more than 2000 books, besides adding print 
journal and digital resources to its collection. The Library updated its collection by adding major 
textbooks, commentaries and reference literature on national laws and international law to its 
existing collection. In addition to core collection of law, it has added literature on Economics, 
Political Science, Management, Science, Sociology, Accounting, English literature, Competitive 
exams and Taxation subjects.     

With the rapid advancements in information technologies, the need to revolutionise the library 
was also felt at GNLU. The need for digitalisation also eases the budget pressure and helps to 
solve the problem of preservation while facilitating the scope of extending the collections. 
GNLU Library has made all efforts to subscribe and has acquired digital resources during the 
year, which include thousands of e-Books, and major online databases. The Library subscribes to 
the following database;  IndiaStat, Manupatra, SCC online, LexisNexis, Hein online, JSTOR, 
World Bank e-Library, CMIE, CLA, Kluwer Arbitration online, Taxation online, Cambridge, 
Oxford, Taylor and Francis online, Hart and Edward Elgar. The library subscribes complete 
collection of Oxford University Press Law Journals.   

Through the efforts of the Director, the Library has been able to receive a huge donation of 
books from the well-known American Attorney Peter Trooboof, Washington. This donation 
covered books ranging from the areas of international laws, jurisprudence, IPR, and corporate 
laws. This is an invaluable addition in the library and worths millions of rupees. The library was 
also the beneficiary of a similar donations which came from Mr Pieter Kooijmans, (former 
Dutch Foreign Minister), Groot Hoefijzerlaan GJ Wassenaar, the Netherlands.

Computer Systems of all 
offices and workplace of the University are connected through LAN with high-end Servers. The 
Computer Networks of various buildings are interconnected through fibre optic cables. The 
University has the Internet bandwidth connectivity of 1 Gbps facilitated by National Knowledge 
Network (NKN). The University Campus is fully Wi-Fi enabled. Computer Systems with latest 
configuration and updated genuine software are installed at various sections of the University. 
The ICT Division continues to provide Computer Hardware, Software and Network 
Infrastructure related technical and support services to all divisions of the University. It manages 
Campus Local Area Network of GNLU. The Division is responsible for the availability of intra-
campus connectivity of all the departments, hostels, staff quarters, guesthouse and the internet 
server connectivity of GNLU to the outside world. Accesses of subscribed Online Legal 
Database and Online Resources are available to the users through the internet within the 
campus.

GNLU ACADEMIC SUPPORT PROGRAMME 

GNLU Academic Support Program (ASP) is a new academic initiative started by the University 
in July 2010 by the students of the University. The programme aims to help students, have an 
opportunity to attend more study classes apart from the regular and scheduled teaching sessions. 
Christened as the ‘Academic Support Programme’ (ASP), it provides platform for students to 
share their academic knowledge and help each other in academics. 

Aims and Objectives  

 To make GNLU excel in academics and lead it to the league of best law 
schools/universities in the country, besides a role model world class law university. 

 To produce collective results in student’s performance and to give maximum benefit of 
academics to students who are weak and in need of special attention in academics.  

 To help students understand subjects in a better way and in a friendly environment.  

 To remove language and other barriers, if any, and thereby remove certain hardships for 
some of the students.  

 To help the students overcome psychological pressures, such as, inferiority-complex and 
depressing attitude as a result of poor performance in academics.  

 To provide a regular platform for interested students (meritorious/skillful) to teach, 
discuss and help students who have difficulty in learning and coping up with academics. 

 To bridge the gap between a performing and non-performing student.  

 To provide an excellent opportunity for students to come forward to take up leadership 
and organising skills by conducting and coordinating regular classes.  
 

Functions  

 The primary function of the ASP is to give academic support to the weaker students and 
to those who need an additional teaching assistance apart from the class room teachings.   

 ASP is completely an independent body. It is independent in its way, i.e. the classroom 
teaching and the teaching assistance at ASP are completely independent of each other. 

 The other main function of ASP is to increase the confidence level among students and 
boost their performances in the examinations; thereby enabling them to excel in their 
academic pursuits at the University.   

 ASP shall also be involved in dissemination of knowledge on various legal subjects and 
creating legal awareness among the student fraternity of not only GNLU but other law 
schools.   

 ASP shall create an amiable environment for the learning process and shall help students 
facing language and other socio economic problems.  

Methods: 

 ASP conducts special teaching sessions (classes) about thrice a week for students of all 
semesters.  

 Each day one/two classes are organised for all semesters covering one or two subjects in 
a day.  

 Teaching Assistant from the student fraternity, who has a sound knowledge on that 
particular subject, engages the classes for the students in need.  

 Special Modules and Repository Notes are given to the students, if necessary, by the 
teaching assistants of ASP in order to make teaching knowledge of the subject easier.  
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In short, in its functions and methods, ASP plans to take law out of the books. Thus, teaching 
sessions might also comprise various Quiz sessions on the subjects taught. The Teaching 
Assistants should try to incorporate Multiple Choice Q & A System during their teaching 
sessions which might make the subject easier for the students. This system will also help prepare 
those who are interested in Civil Services Examination and Judiciary Examinations in near 
future. In a way, as mentioned above, ASP helps in the development of a professional lawyer, 
social engineer, corporate attorney and a fine academic which are GNLU’s noble aims in its 
academic mission.  In the previous academic years, the ASP facilitated more than 300 teaching 
sessions with 27 students as teaching assistants. They helped their juniors and fellow batch mates 
increase their knowledge and aspiration for academics. Whenever a subject needed informal 
discussions other than regular classes, the ASP members arranged special sessions on the 
particular topic taking guidance and inputs from the faculty member of the subject concerned. 
Participating students deeply appreciated the initiative as it helped them academically and also in 
establishing more academic/intellectual relations with their colleagues across the university. 

 
The ASP, as a team, consists of 7 student members, two faculty coordinators with the overall 
guidance of the Director, Dean and Deputy Dean of Academic Affairs of the university.
